Using MapSource (Garmin) Software



MapSource (also called Trip and Waypoint Manager) is Garmin software that is useful for downloading data including Waypoints and Tracklogs from your Garmin GPS.  This software also allows for uploading waypoints and maps to your Garmin GPS.  You should receive a CD with the software with a new Garmin GPS unit, or you can install from the Garmin website. 
Section I. Download and Install Software

Installing Garmin Training Center and the MapSource update together will give you a fully functional copy of MapSource.

1. To to http://www8.garmin.com/support/download_details.jsp?id=209 and install the Training Center software and MapSource update. 
These URLs may change so please contact the ARD spatial data team if you’re having issues with installation.
Section II. Download Data from GPS

1. Open MapSource (Garmin software)
2. Click Transfer > Receive from Device to bring up the Receive from Device dialog.  If you don’t see your GPS unit you may need to turn it off/on and check to make sure it is plugged in correctly. 

3. On Receive from Device page 
a. Select Waypoints and Tracks
b. Click Receive
c. Waypoints, Tracks (and Routes if you’ve recorded them) should be downloaded to your computer
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Section III. Save GPS Data to File

1. Go to File > Save As and 
2. Choose GPS eXchange Format (*.gpx) as the “Save As Type”.  The .gpx format can be read into GPS PhotoLink and Google Earth directly.  
3. Navigate to the same folder that you placed your original pictures into:


[IncidentName] \ Photos \ Archive \ [Year_MonthDay]\LastName_FirstName

Example: 
Oil_Spill \ Photos \ Archive \ 2009_0910\Smith_Joe

4. Save the GPX file. This .gpx file now contains your tracklog and waypoint information and can be used for GPS PhotoLink and Google Earth

5. Choose Garmin GPS Database (*.gdb) as the “Save As Type”. The gdb format makes putting data back on your GPS very easy.
6. Save the GDB file.

7. Repeat steps 1-6 in the appropriate folder in your Working directory.
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
