NOAA NRDA Trustees Sampler PhotoLogger Form - Explanation

The PhotoLogger form is designed to give data managers the minimum information needed to enter field photos into the PhotoLogger database. Except for the last section, all the data on this form describes a group of photos that will be pulled into the database together.

Agency / Cell / Email:
Add in the agency, cell number and email for the primary photographer if they have not completed one of these forms in the past (so that they are in the system).
Date  of photos:
Date the photos were shot   
Photo Range (if submitting multiple forms): 
If you are going to submit your photos with multiple forms provide the range of photo filenames covered by this form. You would do this if you have significantly different sites / missions in the same group of photos being submitted. 
Example 1: Your team does a marsh survey in the morning and a sandy beach survey in the afternoon. You may want to break up your photos and provide different descriptions /keywords for each half of the day. In this case fill out the form twice. 

Example 2: If you do similar surveys that are separated by a large distance you may want to split your photos also. This is less critical if all locations are in the description but it might be helpful later.
General description of all photos
Provide several sentences that describe the mission and put the photos in context. You will be able to search for this text in the database later.
Again – if you split your photos by significant mission / location then this is the location to describe what is unique about each split.

Keywords – that describe all photos being submitted
Specific keywords that describe  ALL the photos this form addresses. If you choose to fill out the next section or review your photos in the PhotoLogger database you can add keywords for unique photos.
Enter photo specific comments here (optional)
If you want to call attention to specific photos of high value you can use this section to provide specific comments / keywords. You may also use this section if you need to identify specific photos of sample locations or photos that are data themselves (e.g photo plots).
